SCHOOL VISITS

The title of Millennia�s school presentations is –

»If You Can Dream…‰
– and it is aimed at empowering students with the concept of following their
considerable creativity, and often, their foresight, no matter how impossible the
dream might seem. It is also meant to instill in the minds of students a sense of
responsibility or “wisdom« for the pursuit of science of technology which offers
only redeeming value to the planet, society, and the environment .

To illustrate this point, the presentation introduces students to a number of
technologies and inventions which, while common place today, were once but an
impossible dream, simply because science and technology had not yet caught up
with the invention.

Millennia often refers to himself as such an example, reminding students that he
once was only a dream in the mind of a young European student who wanted to
create Robots for working with the Learning Disabled, Handicapped, etc. and
who was often told that such things were impossible, since computers did not
even exist in those days. But the child kept his dream close to his heart, until the
day that it was at last possible to design, engineer and construct him, and now,
as Millennia puts it “here I am, addressing you and passing the thought forward !!«

As a further example, Millennia often brings up more contemporary concepts of
so called “impossible« science fiction status, emphasizing how µ  at this very
moment µ  scientists are now working on such inventio ns in a most serious
manner.

The students are then asked to share their dreams, with the fun assignment of
unrestricted creativity, sharing their dreams for a better tomorrow, and how they
would contribute to this future, should they have the power to crea te anything
that comes up in their imagination. What follows is usually a very creative
exchange of constructive ideas, and this exchange is highly stimulating for the
students as they begin to envision possible future careers which might enable
such a future!

To begin the Robot presentation, the students are then gathered in an auditorium
or Gym area, and the robot is seen in its non -assembled state, with various parts
placed around the floor near the base of the Robot�s body.

In order to make the students  feel more empowered by the robot presentation,
we begin by asking some of the students to assist with the assembly of the robot:



Detaching the Robot from its hand -truck, and then attaching the head!

Attaching the arms!

The state of the art engineering of Millennia allows it to be easily handled by the
students. No wires are ever touched, thanks to the quick -connect modular
systems.

Millennia�s “handler« then begins a two-way dialogue with the students,
explaining how Millennia was born and how it o perates, as well as impressing the
children with the many star -like qualities and entertainment credentials Millennia
holds, including having co-stared in major motion pictures, soap -operas, sitcoms,
concert tours, and even a Command Performance at the Whi te House.
